EQUIPMENT USE AGREEMENT


The NYSAHA, Inc. is proud to provide starter sets of hockey equipment for young, new female players to try the sport of ice hockey.  The equipment will be used at NYSAHA, Inc. sponsored events hosted by local organizations within the state in an effort to promote and grow the sport.

As an organization/individual applying to use the equipment, we agree to abide by the following guidelines:

1. Equipment will be used in an effort to get new players introduced to the game.

2. The equipment is not to be rented, although a small fee may be charged for the event to offset the cost of ice time if not donated.

3. Loaned equipment will be delivered to the site and returned in a timely manner to NYSAHA, Inc. at the expense of the borrower.

4. Loaned equipment will be inspected by the borrower prior to use.  Any damaged, broken, or missing equipment should be reported to Joe Eppolito immediately prior to use.

5. Loaned equipment that is damaged, broken or stolen during the event will be replaced by the borrower at their expense.  Any damaged, broken, or missing equipment should be reported to Joe Eppolito immediately after the event.

6.  Loaned equipment will be dried and maintained after the event prior to being returned.

7. NYSAHA, Inc., the Empire Girls Hockey League, and Nike/Bauer Hockey should be publicized at the event for having provided the equipment.

8. Organizations are to submit a written report to the NYSAHA summarizing the event held.  Information should include number of players participating, structure of the event, strengths and weaknesses of the program, and a statement about how this event will help grow the sport.

9. Prior to the event organizations will apply to USA Hockey for a special events sanction.

10. The organization agrees to release all providers of the equipment from any and all liability.
